Learning objectives

· Assess career path information; broaden aspirations and research roles and responsibilities linked to 2012 and built environment career opportunities and themes.

· Develop research, independent enquiry and presentation skills.

· Explore new media tools and presentation software, develop interview and questioning techniques.

· Compose a careers resource for the entire year group inspired by 2012 and built environment themes.

Resources

· Ideally you would need to be in a media/computer room for this session so you will need to book this room.

· If you can you will need to organise video cameras and tripods to record interviews, set up 2 or more booths, these can be screened off and should be distanced from one another to avoid picking up background noise. Recording too much footage can mean a lot of time editing, you will need to spend time doing this but if you give students a set amount of time and specific questions this helps to cut down on footage, have a look at this link - http://eec.lboro.ac.uk/handson/examples/scenario1/example1.htm - if you are unable to do this then have a look at Photostory as a software to download and experiment with or use PowerPoint to create an image and text presentation -http://www.microsoft.com/windowsxp/using/digitalphotography/PhotoStory/default.mspx
· Have some drawing pins or masking tape handy if your students will be creating a paper presentation - you can pin things on the wall then.

Teaching and learning activities

Starter (10-15mins)

1. Use an interview/s from the Get Set website of a young person who has developed a career through the Olympics, the Get Set website has some great videos of the people behind the scenes - http://getset.london2012.com/en/the-games/people-behind-the-scenes Ask students to make notes of a couple of comments from the speakers they find interesting.

2. Start a group discussion as to what the students found interesting, unexpected and motivational - use directed questioning.

Main (40mins)

1. Next ask students to look at these two websites - http://www.renewableworld.org.uk/activities/careers-in-renewables-activity and http://www.askwhatif.co.uk/ 
2. Set them a series of questions/tasks (you could put these in a PowerPoint and show them on a main screen), but also encourage students to devise their own questions, what do they want to find out about career options? 



1-find a job that interests you from these websites



2-discover what the job entails 



3-what impact does it have on the environment?



4-what training do you need for this job?



5-what are the future career prospects?


Students may also have to search outside of these sites to find 
information, encourage them to use Google or other search engines to 
do this. (20mins) 
3. Video booth interviews – you will need to allocate time slots for this. The students who need longer to research can be put towards the end of the time slots and students who already have ideas can go first. One student should be the interviewer and the other the interviewee then swap (use the questions you set and any further questions your students have devised). The more cameras you have the easier. Or
3. If you do not have the equipment available ask students to put together a mini-presentation of their findings to present to the whole group. They could do this by printing out images and explaining the key facts that they have found with a simple wall collage or they could use Photostory or a PowerPoint presentation if confident - http://www.microsoft.com/windowsxp/using/digitalphotography/PhotoStory/default.mspx
4. Encourage students to ask questions to the presenter to develop communication, analytical and reflective skills.


 “Just around the corner” option: This would be an extension of the 

lesson. Take students out into the local community and get them to interview 
people on the street. Ask them to devise a series of questions to start with 
based on their own exploration of careers and future aspirations. Students 
can work in pairs and be centred in a local, safe area. You could either use 
video cameras or Dictaphones if you have them, if not simple text based 
interviews with photographs are just as effective. (Make sure that you get 
your students to ask the interviewee's permission for taking photographs or 
filming before they start)

Plenary (5-10mins)

· Reflective journal: Ask your students to start a reflective journal where they write their thoughts and feelings from the lesson and any further lessons. Half a page would be sufficient. The videos/presentations could be reflected on in this journal and at a later date once edited uploaded onto the school website. Or screened to your class as a recap. 
Homework

· Ask your students to research into their desired career path further, document their findings and feelings in their reflective journal – 1 page. This could be used as a recap and follow up session. You could also ask them to begin to build a portfolio of information collected from the internet and careers advisors in a folder or scrap book.
