Learning objectives

· Explain regeneration and explore the concepts of case studies/site surveys/audits.

· Produce a case study of a local site for comparison with the Olympic Site.

· Consider the personal, social, economic and environmental effects of regeneration.

· Discover creative techniques in gathering and recording visual and textual information.

Resources

· You will need to find a local case study of a regeneration area. Look for newly built housing developments or regenerated housing estates. You could also look at business developments or inner city complexes. It needs to be within close vicinity to the school - look on your local council's website.

· You will need a basic image of the site from a front angle to photocopy for your students. You may need to visit the site and take this image or source on Google images - make photocopies for your group.

· Try and find a site map of the area, either use Google maps or the OS map website http://www.ordnancesurvey.co.uk/oswebsite/ and make sure that the site is on Google Earth - see BTGH further information page. Other sources for maps can be found on pg.23 of CABE's 'Getting out there: Art and Design local safari guide' document (see link below)

· Have a look at the Olympic site on this website and familiarise yourself with this resource - http://www.london2012.com/map.php
· Also look at the Olympic Masterplan’s on the further information page of BTGH - you may want to print a copy for each student especially your visual learners. http://www.fundamental.uk.net/btgh/
· Gather materials for your visit, paper, clipboards, pens, pencils, crayons for rubbings, Dictaphones and digital cameras if you have them, notebooks and even video cameras if you can access them.

· Have a look at both of these CABE documents before the session as they show the methods and style of recording information for the “Just around the corner” option and have some good resource sheets - 'How Places Work' and 'Getting out there: Geography and Citizenship local safari guide' - http://www.engagingplaces.org.uk/am62109?id=EDR76150 and http://www.cabe.org.uk/publications/getting-out-there-geography
· Allocate a wall space to form the collage.

· Make sure you have some wool/string and pins for a pin board.

Teaching and learning activities

Starter (10mins)

1. Using the map and images of the Olympic Games site introduce this area and the scale of the development that is occurring - see further information page on BTGH for the Masterplan's or use the online reference at http://www.london2012.com/map.php. This could be as a PowerPoint presentation, a projection of the site or directly looking at the online Olympic Map. Consider having handouts of the site for each student to refer to - also have a look on http://www.london2012.com/ at the Olympic Park, Olympic Village and Legacy for further details of the regeneration of this area.
2. Local site: explain the local site that you will be visiting that has already been regenerated and show this on Google Earth. Ask your students if they know what regeneration means, discuss and introduce the idea of building a case study - use the resource sheets in CABE's 'Getting out there: Geography and Citizenship local safari guide' for information on regeneration and two other case studies -  http://www.cabe.org.uk/publications/getting-out-there-geography , you could use these as handouts to increase their understanding of case studies.

Main (40mins or if field trip 1-2hrs)

*Please note the “Just around the corner” option is the key ideal choice for this part of the lesson but is a large extension of a 1 hr lesson. However we highly recommend this being factored in and the main element of the lesson being completed either on the same or following day.

1. “Just around the corner” option: Visit the local regeneration site and document the area through photography, drawings, rubbings of surfaces, interviews, notes and video/sound recordings - see CABE's documents 'How Places Work' and both 'Getting out there' local safari guides for inspiration (there is both an Art and Design and Geography and Citizenship guide for Key Stage 3&4) – see links above.

2. Have a photocopy of the area for each of your students so that they can draw over this and make comments on what they think works and what does not - have a look at the montage resource on the further information page to give an idea of this concept. Please note you will only want to use an A4 image for this activity, you don't need to paste images together as it will need to fit on a clipboard. Use the 'What makes a place good' resource sheet in CABE's 'Getting out there' guide as the 5 urban design qualities for students to look for. Also the Site Appraisal sheet on the further information page on BTGH.

Or

1. Using the internet set students the task of collecting information on the local regeneration site - ask them to find images, key facts, site plans, local businesses, successful events, interviews or news footage, newspaper articles – set students specific jobs/roles in pairs for the information they need to find - use Google images to search for pictures and local council websites - you will need to do a bit of background prep to ensure there is enough information otherwise you may have to bring in articles.

3. Back in the classroom: Collate all of your information as a group by making a collage of the site as a case study on the wall, or large table. You can use wool or string and pins if working on a pin board or lay your information out and categorise it on a table – get your students to make correlations between the information. Facilitate this by asking each group to discuss their findings or show their images and allow the group to discuss how the information fits together. What you are aiming to create is a big mind-map case study of the area.

Plenary: (10-15mins)

1. Class discussion: Ask students to highlight the key facts that have come out of the study. These facts can be written as key words and added to the collage on pieces of coloured card.

2. Relate this back to the Olympics– what issues do the students think that an area undergoing regeneration may face? - show the map of the Olympic site as a projection or on a smart board, ask students to annotate this with their thoughts

Homework:

· Ask students to reflect on their findings further and discuss the challenges they believe the Olympics site and Newham may face as 1 page in their reflective journals.

Assessment for learning
